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University of Oxtord

Teaching existed in some form in Oxford from ~ 11th Century

Organised in “schools” from ~ 1200 onwards. (Only Bologna is older.)

1209: execution of 3 scholars provoked exodus from Oxford. (Foundation of Cambridge.)

1214 - 1244: office of chancellor established & university granted a number of rights.
Late 1200s: University College, Balliol College, and Merton College.

Merton College

Today, there are ~40 colleges, averaging ~500 students each.

The newest college (Green-Templeton) was created in 2008.

Balliol College

The colleges are independent and self-governing.
In total, U of Oxford now has ~12,500 undergraduates and ~14,000 graduate students
1475: Copenhagen University (today ~21,000 bachelors and ~15,500 masters)
1666: Lund University (today ~47000 students in total)

University College

(Next in England: University of Manchester 1824; meanwhile several in Scotland.)
